1. Foreach Semester examination a maximum of 1% of the total marks of
that Semester (if the number is a fraction less than 0.5 it will be rounded
off to the immediate higher digit) can be given as grace marks for
passing in the subject head. These marks can be given all in one subject
or spread across all subjects. For example, if the total semester is for
500 marks then a maximum of 5 marks grace can be given in the total.
